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The inscriptions, graffiti/dipinti, and trademarks
on 191 ceramics were unearthed during

the excavation of the so-called ‘Ypogeio’ in ancient
Methone in Pieria, the oldest colony of Greeks
from Eretria in the north according to tradition.
The Methone find is unique for two reasons. First,
most of the pottery dates between 730 and 700 Bc,
a period from which very few examples of Greek
writing survives. And second, inscribed ceramics,
scratched or painted, are extremely rare

in Macedonia. This new evidence of inscribed
pottery from Methone is invaluable for classical
studies and contributes decisively to current
discussions about:

« the Greeks and the Greek language in Macedonia
« the Greek colonization
« the pottery trade and the early Greek transport amphoras
« the ‘alphabets’ of Methone and the introduction
of the alphabet in Greece
- the dialect(s) of Methone in relation
to the Greek dialects
« early Greek writing and literacy
- trade, the symposium, and other contexts
for the development of writing
« literary beginnings.

This volume presents the excavations of Methone’s
‘Ypogeio’, its inscribed ceramics, and studies on
the date, provenance, typology, and interpretation
of the inscribed pottery, with emphasis on early
Greek graphé.
